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DATELINE: 25 March — 13 August 2004. Between these dates, the Olympic Torch will be carried through 27 counfries of the world, sfarfing and finishing in
Greece, the host nation for the 28th Olympiad. Its first visit outside Greece, as fradition dictates, is Australia, where the 27th Olympiad was held in 2000.
